Lunches
Please remember to order your child’s school lunches via the usual method. If your child brings a packed lunch from home, please be reminded that no products containing nuts will be allowed in school. 

Snacks:
Please be reminded that the children will be allowed to have a snack during the morning breaktime. Children in EYFS and KS1 have fruit and vegetables provided for them. 
Children in KS2 are able to bring in some fruit, vegetables, cereal bars or crackers. Please refrain from sending your child into school with crisps or chocolate bars for their snack. If they are brought out during snack time, these foods will be returned to you. 
No nuts. 

Water bottles:
Water is to be drunk throughout the school day. Please provide a water bottle for your child.
Squash or fruit juice may be drunk during lunchtime only.

Homework:
To ensure your child’s rapid progress, reading should be carried out as close to daily as possible. Please record this in your child’s reading record. A piece of homework will be sent home weekly, which we encourage your child to participate with as much as possible. Some of these will be online via Google Classroom and some may be printed and sent home. If you need a paper copy, please let the class teacher know. 

Birthday sweets:
Due to allergy concerns, we can only hand out birthday sweets which are sealed and have the ingredients clearly displayed in English. Please do not bring in any items containing nuts. Please do not bring in a birthday cake. 

PE kit:
We had a few questions regarding PE kit, so a reminder that all children are to wear the following PE kit and should come to school wearing their kit on PE days:
 ➢ Blue PE t-shirt 
➢ Navy shorts 
➢ Navy joggers and navy sweatshirt in winter without logos unless it is the school logo 
➢ Trainers (any colour is acceptable)
➢ No jewellery – stud earrings must be covered on PE days
