Meeting National Curriculum Requirements for Swimming and Water Safety
· 41.7% of Year 6 pupils (25 out of 60) can swim competently, confidently and proficiently over a distance of at least 25 metres.
· 41.7% of Year 6 pupils can use a range of strokes effectively (for example, front crawl, backstroke and breaststroke).
· 41.7% of Year 6 pupils can perform safe self-rescue in different water-based situations.
Due to current data limitations, the same percentage has been applied across all three areas. This reflects cohort-level outcomes rather than skill-specific assessment. The school has identified the need to strengthen swimming assessment processes and will implement more precise tracking of individual competencies in future to ensure accurate reporting and targeted support.
