MAIN ACTIVITY
1. You will need a favourite toy of the child and a spoon.
2. Put out both objects and tell the child: ‘Feed the toy.’
3. Then give the child a small towel and tell the child: ‘Clean the toy.’

HOW CAN WE MAKE THIS ACTIVITY MORE CHALLENGING?
· Increase the number of actions that the child has to complete.
· Use less common verbs.

HOW CAN WE MAKE THIS ACTIVITY EASIER?
· Model the verb to the child first. For example, feed the toy first and then ask the child to repeat it.
· Look through books together and talk about what the characters are doing.
