LEARNING TO REMEMBER AND THEN SAYING THE NAMES OF TWO OBJECTS
MAIN ACTIVITY
1. Put out a selection of objects in front of the child. For example: a cup, pencil, Lego, ball, toy car.
2. Ask the child to look carefully at all of the objects.
3. Tell the child to close their eyes and take two objects away from the child.
4. Ask the child to tell you what you have taken away.
5. Put the objects back and repeat with different objects.

HOW CAN WE MAKE THIS ACTIVITY MORE CHALLENGING?
· Take three or more objects away from the child.

HOW CAN WE MAKE THIS ACTIVITY EASIER?
· Begin with taking only one object away.
· Support the child with vocabulary linked to the object that is taken away. For example, ‘The object that I took away has four wheels and can go very fast.’
