LEARNING TO SHARE
MAIN ACTIVITY
1. Learning to share will allow the child to develop their social and communication skills.
2. Provide opportunities for the child to play with children of their age. For example, this could be in the park or at a soft play centre.
3. Allow the child to interact with other children and do not intervene unless necessary.

· Talk about the importance of sharing. What would happen if you did not share? How would the person feel? How would you feel if someone did not share with you?
