PREDICTING WHAT MIGHT HAPPEN NEXT
MAIN ACTIVITY
1. Read any story together. Join your local library for free and you will be able to borrow up to 10 books at a time.
2. Read the first few pages together. At key places, stop and ask ‘What will happen next?’
3. If your child is unsure ask more supportive questions. For example, if you are reading ‘Red Riding Hood’ you might ask ‘Whose house is Little Red Riding Hood going to? Who might she find when she gets there?’
HOW CAN WE MAKE THIS ACTIVITY MORE CHALLENGING?
· When you read on and find the answer to what happens next, talk about what else could have happened. Ask what the child would have done if they were that character.
HOW CAN WE MAKE THIS ACTIVITY EASIER?
· Offer choices instead of asking ‘What will happen next?’ For example, ask ‘Is Little Red Riding Hood going to visit Grandma’s house or the Woodcutter’s house?’
· Use toys to act out different scenarios. For example, sit Teddy by a book or some toy food. Ask ‘What will Teddy do next?’
